The world No. 1 team put on a thoroughly convincing display on the back of their
2009 World League triumph and the FIVB Men’s World Grand Champions Cup 2009
victory follows Brazil’s earlier triumphs in 2005 and 1997 and adds another FIVB
tournament to an impressive trophy collection, which includes the 2009 World
League, 2007 World Cup and the 2006 World Championship titles. _ Cuba’s silver
medal was their second-best finish in the tournament after a title triumph in 2001
while Japan recorded their best result in the tournament by claiming their first
medal in an FIVB event for 32 years, since taking silver at the 1977 World Cup.
