The 2010 FIVB Women’s World Championship
turned out to be a triumph for Russia, who
returned to Tokyo to successfully defend the title
they won in the Japanese capital four years ago.
But Russia was not the only success story on the
courts in Japan; many women’s national teams
enhanced their reputations there, most notably
the hosts themselves as well as Turkey, and
Algeria who were competing for the first time.

However, led by 35 points from the tournament's
Most Valuable Player, Ekaterina Gamova, it was
Russia who won their seventh world title by
beating Olympic champions and world No. 1
Brazil in a marathon five-set final in front of a full
house of 12,000 fans at the Yoyogi National
Stadium. The match was a repeat of the 2006
final, also won by Russia in five sets.

Earlier on finals day, Japan upset second-ranked
USA in another thrilling five-setter to win the
bronze medal. Their wing spiker Saori Kimura
was one of the young stars of the tournament.
Turkey lost to Italy in the 5-8 final, but their
best-ever World Championship finish was
assured while Neslihan Darnel’s 251 points gave
her the Best Scorer award for the second time
running.

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Despite having never won the tournament, Brazil
came into the 2010 FIVB Women’s World Cham-
pionship as hot favourites to take the title. In
recent years the side had dominated almost
every competition they had been in, winning four
FIVB World Grand Prix’s in the last six years as
well as victory at the 2009 FIVB World Grand
Champions Cup and at the 2008 Beijing Olympic
Games.

However just a few months prior to the tourna-
ment beginning, USA had clinched their third
FIVB World Grand Prix title, throwing doubt into
whether Brazil had the ability to take top spot.
Additionally, with powerhouses Russia coming
into the tournament without the added stress of
any competitions prior to the World Champion-
ships, the field seemed to be wide open.

There were also high hopes for Japan after two
impressive victories against Brazil and Italy at the
2010 World Grand Prix Final Round, and the
home side had the support of the whole country
behind them. Furthermore, with Italy finding a
recent run of form, winning bronze at the 2010
FIVB World Grand Prix, they came to the compe-
tition with confidence with a loyal fan-base travel-
ling to Asia to cheer them on.
